Dear BCHC Red Shank and San Diego Members, 
 
You are invited to join Barbara and I on July 19th, 2008 for a ride on the Santa Margarita 
River in Fallbrook. 
 
We will meet and park our rigs at the Santa Margarita County Reserve at the corner of 
Sandia Creek Road and De Luz Road.  Be ready to ride out at 9:30 am.  Bring water and 
trail snacks, and/or a lunch to eat after the ride. 
 
You should plan on a 3 hour ride on an intermediate trail with numerous water crossings.  
At some crossings your feet may get wet. Not recommended for green horses or inexperi-
enced riders. 
 
From I-15: take the Mission Road off-ramp to Fallbrook.  After you reach town turn right 
on Pico which becomes De Luz Road in a block or so.  
From I-5:  take Highway 76 to Mission Road in Bonsall and turn left to Fallbrook.  After 
Mission Road reaches town it makes a right turn.  In one block turn left on to Pico which 
becomes De Luz Road in a block or so.    
Follow De Luz Road until you reach the bottom of the hill where the road forks.  Take the 
left fork and look for the park entrance immediately on your right. There are gates in the 
rail fence.  Someone will be assisting with parking so we can get everyone in and out.
